The digestive system is that part of our body that mainly communicates with the environment.

It is influenced by many factors: food, stress, anxiety, personal character, allergies (food allergies).

The digestive system is a group of organs working together to convert food into energy and basic nutrients to feed the entire body. It is made up of a long tube inside the body (alimentary canal or gastrointestinal track) composed of the oral cavity, pharynx, oesophagus, stomach, small intestines, and large intestines. In addition to the alimentary canal, there are several accessory organs that help the body to digest food like salivary glands, liver and pancreas.

Gastroenterology is the branch of medicine focused on the digestive system and its disorders. 

Disorders can be functional, affecting the colon and the rectum (irritable bowel syndrome), or organic.

Gastroenterology became very important since the development of  a technique able to explore inside the digestive track also called Digestive Endoscopy [from greek endos (inside) and scopèomai (to look) which means “look inside”].

Being both Gastroenterologist and Endoscopist, I am able to make diagnosis and surgeries of all the gastrointestinal track, including also small intestines.
All the treated disorders are listed below:

1. Gastroesophageal reflux disease, hiatal hernia and Barrett’s oesophagus

2. Gastric and duodenal ulcer

3. Celiac disease, gluten disorders and lactose intorelance

4. Gastritis, dyspepsia and Helicobacter pylori

5. Intestinal polyposis and endoscopic colon polypectomy

6. Colon rectal cancer

7. Chronic stipsy or constipation

8. Diverticulosis

9. Inflammatory bowel diseases: ulcerative colitis and Crohn’s disease

10. Functional bowel disorders: irritable bowel syndrome

11. Precancerous cellular changes: dysplasia, metaplasia, neoplasia

12. Fatty liver disease or hepatic steatosis

13. Halitosis

14. Intestinal gas
